Washington State Legislative Branch (Senate)
The Senate has 49 members; one from each legislative district in the state. 
Senators are elected to four-year terms, and approximately one-half the 
membership of the Senate is up for election each even-numbered year.

National Legislative Branch (US Representative) Members of the House of 
Representatives serve two-year terms and are considered for reelection every 
even year. The number of representatives with full voting rights is 435, a number 
set by Public Law 62-5 on August 8, 1911, and in effect since 1913. The number of 
representatives per state is proportionate to population.

Washington Legislative Branch (STATE Representative) All House members are 
elected for two years.  All members stand for reelection in the general election 
during even years and begin serving the first day of the legislative session 
following the general election (the second Monday of January). It is composed 
of 98 Representatives from 49 districts, each of which elects one Senator and 
two members of the House

Washington State Judicial Branch (Supreme Court Justice)
The Washington Supreme Court is the highest judiciary in the state. State 
Supreme Court justices hear appeals and decide cases from Courts of Appeals 
and other lower courts. The only requirement for the office is that the prospective 
justice be admitted to the practice of law in Washington State. Vacancies are 
filled by appointment of the Governor until the next general election.

Washington State Judicial Branch (Court of Appeals Judge)
Court of Appeals judges hear appeals from Superior Courts. A total of 22 judges 
serve three divisions headquartered in Seattle, Tacoma, and Spokane. Court of 
Appeals judges serve six-year terms.

Washington State Judicial Branch (Superior Court Judge)
Superior Courts hear felony criminal cases, civil matters, divorces, juvenile cases, 
and appeals from the lower courts. Superior Courts are organized by county into 
30 districts. Superior Court judges serve four-year terms.

USA CONGRESS LEGISLATIVE SESSION
Every odd-numbered year following a general election, a new Congress begins 
at noon on January 3, unless it passes a law designating a different day. Each 
Congress lasts for two years and is divided into separate sessions, one for 
each year. The Legislative Reorganization Act of 1970 mandates that Congress 
must adjourn sine die no later than July 31 of every year, except in the case of 
a declared war or unless Congress provides otherwise. If the Congress fails to 
adjourn by July 31 in odd-numbered years, it must take an August recess. 
Neither the House nor the Senate may adjourn for more than three days, 
excluding Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays, without the agreement of the other 
chamber. It has also become customary for the Congress to adjourn but remain 
on call in the event of an emergency. Likewise, the Constitution empowers the 
President to call for a special session of Congress if necessary.

WASHINGTON LEGISLATIVE SESSION
The Washington legislative session begins in January 
and varies in length each year. In odd-numbered years, 
the Legislature is in session for 105 days and is required 
to formulate a state budget for the next two years. In 
even-numbered years, the Legislature holds a shorter 
60-day session. During this session, they are not obligated 
to draft a full two-year budget, but they do often make 
adjustments to the one they passed in the previous year.
